When Dayspring started over 14 years ago, the vision has always been to minister to 
the spiritual and physical needs of families in the DFW Metroplex.  Through the light 
of God’s Word we’ve been directing families to our Savior Jesus Christ.  Over the 
years we’ve learned the power of obeying the voice of God, walking by faith, and 
celebrating what He has done in our church.  When there were only four of us meeting 
in a hotel in 1994 until now, with nearly a thousand members at our present location, 
God has been faithful to Dayspring Family Church.  We have committed ourselves to 
focusing on serving God’s people in spiritual and tangible ways.   
 
We’re proud to say the time has come for DFC to expand again.  We have completely 

run out of ministry and recreation space for our children, youth, and college & career ministries.  Fortunately, we 
already have a building over 5,800 square feet on our property.  All that is required is to finish it out with the 
necessary improvements to convert it into a first class multi-purpose Family Life Center.   
 
With more space we will be able to do more children/youth ministry, have more activities, and reach more people.  
The expansion includes a worship center, basketball/volleyball court, classrooms, game room, coffee shop, full 
service kitchen, wireless internet, and audio/visual capabilities.  We will be able to have children/youth services, 
lock-ins, wedding receptions, dinners, sacred dance rehearsals, college/career Bible studies/fellowships, seminars, 
sporting events, community events, etc.

Frequently Asked Questions 
Why spend all this money on brick and mortar? 
Buildings are simply tools to house the ministries of DFC.  The mission and goal of Dayspring Family Church is people.  People 
matter to God and people matter to us.  Because people are so important, it is critical that we have a place with the space to 
accommodate and connect God’s people with His Word, worship, ministry, and fellowship. 
 
 
What’s the timeline for completion? 
Beginning with the campaign kickoff on August 24th, we will begin to make and complete faith commitments over a 2 month period to 
fund the project.  Our goal is to have all faith commitments received by October 26, 2008.  We will start construction in October and 
with God’s blessing, we plan to cut the ribbon and dedicate our new Family Life Center in January 2009. 
 
What will the building look like? 
We will have increased space for worship (approximately 400 seats), basketball and volleyball, classrooms, game rooms,  full service 
kitchen, audio visual systems, expanded restrooms, coffee shop, a separate storage building, and a road from main building and 
additional parking.   
 
How much will this project cost? 
When the project is finished we will have over 5,800 square feet of additional ministry space at a total project cost of approximately 
$250,000.  We are blessed that we already have a building, so all we have to do is finish it out with the necessary electrical, heating 
and A/C systems, plumbing, floor / wall coverings, lighting, audio visual equipment, and paving for parking. 
 
Will the financial commitments be made public? 
No, your contributions will not be made public.  We will provide you with weekly updates showing how much has been pledged, 
collected, and needed to complete the project.  The final amount collected from your faith commitments will be announced at the end 
of the campaign. 
 
How will we pay for this building project? 
We are asking DFC members and friends to make a faith commitment and complete within a 2 month period.  This pledge/faith 
commitment of support is over and above your regular tithe and offerings to cover the costs of this building project. 
 
What is over and above giving? 
An over and above gift is what you decide to give to this faith building project.  This giving should be over and above the Lord’s tithe 
and offerings you currently give to the Lord’s work.  The best path to increased giving is the spiritual path, where you set your heart 
on things above. 
 



The Next Generation 
The Dayspring Family Life Center is more than just another building.  We will be able to impact in a 
great way more children, youth, and young adults for Jesus Christ!  With the additional space the 
Family Life Center will provide us, we will have ample room designed and furnished to reach the 
next generation.

Every Gift Counts 
The most important decision you will make concerning our building campaign will be that of your 
own personal faith commitment.  As you pray about your faith commitment, it should stretch your 
faith to commit your best; above the Lord’s tithe and your offerings.   
 
Give By Revelation and Not Reason 
I Can Give Based on Reason: 
That means I look at what I have, figure out what is reasonable and commit that amount. 
 
I Can Give By Revelation: 
That means the amount of my gift is determined by praying, “Lord what do you want to give through 
me?”  This requires faith.  When we make our giving a matter of prayer, our decision becomes an act 
of worship.  Revelation giving is asking, “How much am I willing to trust God?”  Apostle Paul said 
of the Macedonians, “they gave as much as they were able, and even beyond their ability.  Entirely 
on their own they urgently pleaded with us for the privilege of sharing in this service to the saints.”  
It would be wonderful if the Lord could say that about every person at Dayspring Family Church! 
 



 

Creative Ways to Make an Over and Above Gift to Dayspring Family Church 
 
Practice Priority Budgeting 
Many Families will choose to rearrange their priorities and give up something discretionary in their current budget 
to give more. 
 
Redirect Present Expenditures 
Often families have significant short-term expenditures for special needs that have been fulfilled and now that past 
expenditure can be redirected into the Lord’s work.  An example would be the cash flow that is freed up when a 
loan has been paid off. 
 
Give From Your Excess 
Some families save money over a period of years for a special project.  They may now decide that the needs of the 
church are more important than their special project.  As God has blessed, it may be that some have cash reserves 
for a summer home, a special trip, or other personal project.  They may now decide with the Holy Spirit’s 
prompting to reassess their priorities and give all or part of their excess to the Lord.   
 
Real Estate and Personal Property 
Some people have given vehicles and other personal property of value.  You may even have a piece of real estate 
that you own that is sold in the marketplace and the proceeds from the sale are donated to this project. 
 
Investment Securities 
Gifts of stocks, bonds, mutual funds or other investment securities may be advantageous to both the donor and 
DFC.  As a donor you will receive a tax deduction for the fair market value of your securities as of the date of the 
gift, and the church receives a liquid asset.
